
 
 

Using the  
potential of  
Cyberspace 
No doubt many 
parents will have 
seen the survey 
regarding checking and monitoring 
their child‟s involvement in technol-
ogy. 

It is suggested that students who 
have internet access are spending 
at least nine hours a week online 
(in addition to the time spent on 
TV), with 96% using social net-
working tools such as chatting, text 
messaging, wikis, MySpace, and 
Facebook. As adults, we are con-
stantly in “catch up” mode with 
these digital learners. Some ideas 
to keep us up to speed with what is 
out there include: 

 exploring social networking 

sites to see first hand the kind 
of communication and collabo-
ration tools that our children 
are using 

 find ways to utilise the educa-
tional value of social network-
ing sites for academic benefit 

 ask our children to guide us 
through some of their sites 

 be aware that the best way of 
keeping our children safe is 
knowing where they are, who 
they are with and spending 
time with them-this applies to 
the cyber world just as it does 
in the real world
