	Year 7

There has been significant growth by 26% of our Year 7 students increasing their numeracy level knowledge to the expected level. The Maori data has value added evidence in the results and is above National averages. The PI cohort continue to find the testing a real challenge.  Interviewing the students, they stated that the test was something that they were not used to and it was really hard. 
Year 8 

As a complete cohort, Year 8 students meet the goals that we set. The Maori and PI cohorts have demonstrated significant growth but not to the desired level. Maori students have exceeded national averages but the PI students are on par with National averages. This group continued to find the testing a challenge.  2010 was the first year of using the new GEIS Strategy test. This new test was a result of feedback from students in 2009.

	Continue to align planning and assessment with National Standards.
Further develop the use of the Strategy Test in 2011 and provide more PD to help teachers and students use the information (2010 was the first year we used the GEIS Strategy test). 
Continue to utilise asTTle in 2011 and beyond to identify strengths and weaknesses in line with National Standards and set schoolwide targets.

Numeracy Curriculum Directors will focus on developing pedagogical knowledge to inform and improve practice e.g. differentiation, knowledge vs. strategy, strand & numeracy.
Integrate the use of Formative Assessment practices into the Numeracy programme.

Use a Home School partnership approach to get whanau involved with learning. A particular focus on Maori and Pacific Island whanau. At the hui in Term 1, specific consultation will be carried out in response to the ‘difficulty’ that these students are having with the test.

All cohort groups have seen growth in achievement levels.  All our students are achieving well above the National norms supplied with the PATs teacher booklet.     

The Pacific Islands cohort’s improvement was not as significant. One reason for this is that several high performing PI students left the school during the year and this has had a negative impact on the data. 

Teachers have continued targeting needs based on the asTTle Test and this has resulted in the specific needs of individuals and groups being catered for.

The Fast Track reading programme has been very successful in shifting many of our struggling readers towards reading at their chronological age.

Focus on OTJ’s for Writing using GEIS Learning Progressions, Exemplars, National Standards and other assessment tools

Continue to use asTTle reading to identify, teach and assess individual reading needs and monitor progress. PD will be given to all staff to ensure administering and marking is consistent. This will ensure the data is reliable and valid.

Focus on developing pedagogical knowledge to inform and improve practice e.g. differentiation, comprehension strategies, guided writing/reading

Provide Professional support in differentiated teaching through Guided Reading.

Use a Home School partnership approach to get whanau involved with learning. A particular focus on Pacific Island whanau and reading. At the hui in Term 1, specific consultation will be carried out focusing on improving students reading strategies.

	Year 7 and Year 8

All cohort groups have seen growth in achievement levels.  
Professional Development around the writing process meant that teachers where more skilled at targeting specific needs of individuals.

Teachers have been targeting needs based on the rubrics and this has resulted in the specific needs of individuals and groups being catered for. 
School wide moderation has also helped with the consistency of marking writing samples.
The PLC writing programme has targeted students with specific needs which has meant success for individual students. 
Of particular interest is the increase in the Year 8 PI cohort. Specific focus groups were set up for PI students which has had the desired impact. This will be further reinforced in 2011.


	Continue to align planning and assessment with National Standards.

Focus on OTJ’s for Writing using Exemplars, Benchmarks, National Standards and other assessment tools 

Ensure the data collection process is clear and enough time is allowed for collection, input and analysis of results.

School wide focus on Formative Assessment Techniques to promote writing skills.

Continue to focus upon a specific writing genre and link this with National Standards and reading programmes.

Introduce GEIS Literacy Progressions to guide teaching and learning.

Ensure student set achievement goals using the new GEIS Literacy Progressions. These will be the driving document for writing goals in classrooms. 
Use a Home School partnership approach to get whanau involved with learning. A particular focus on Pacific Island whanau and reading. At the hui in Term 1, specific consultation will be carried out focusing on improving students reading strategies.
